The clear space rule is for better visibility of the Swissnex logo. The zone is 
defined by the height of the dots that make the symbol and forms a perimeter 
for visual clearance where possible.

The Swissnex logo is designed to reflect the Swiss flag and the  
collaborative nature of our organization in the form of a playful puzzle  
piece. The suggested flow between dots, emphasizes our connected  
world and interactions.

The Swissnex symbol can be separated from the wordmark for bold,  
iconic applications. Where additional brand clarity is needed, the wordmark 
can be added.



6Swissnex location names — style and size

There are five core locations treated as sub-brands of Swissnex. For these 
Swissnex sub-brands, we have developed three sizing options in relation to 
the Swissnex logo. Location names are typeset using the Circular font.

7Swissnex location names — layout

All location names are arranged vertically across our communications 
channels. The size options allow for flexibility across applications so that the 
best format can be applied. 

We recommend arranging the logo to the left of the location names so that it 
reads “Swissnex location.”
